MTV CHAMPIONS REVOLUTIONARY NEW VISUAL MUSIC MIXING TECHNIQUE.





MTV's Megamix Show has introduced a ground breaking new mixing technique invented by the show's Producer/Director, James Hyman and music maker Gez Dewar/Other Productions. Video Megamixing employs the same creative expertise as record mixing but adds the extra dimension of visuals. "The idea is to introduce music mixing into the tv format by taking the original concept of dj mixing to global broadcasting," says James.





Broadcast live at various times throughout the week on MTV (see below), the Megamix show is Pan European, reaches over 80 million households and also airs under the Party Zone banner. Party Zone, one of MTV's most popular cult dance shows is not only the longest running club-clip-culture show on TV but the only original MTV programme to still be on air since MTV Europe's 1987 inception. Megamix was originally broadcast as part of Partyzone, but due to such high viewer demand, it has been granted its own show.





These Megamixes incorporate every style of 'dance' music past present and future, simultaneously adding an exciting visual dimension to what you are


hearing. The beauty of these Video Megamixes is that they transcend all musical styles and boundaries: "Within only 15 minutes of watching, you could experience a cross section of musical styles never before fused together: see and hear a seamless blend of audio and visual from ABC, Bjork, Cassius, Queen, Placebo and The Freestylers," enthuses James. " In the Megamix there are no musical divisions or boundaries. Potentially, these megamixes are broadcasting to more people than Carl Cox, Paul Oakenfold & the like are DJ-ing to in their average hectic week!!!"





MTV's pioneering mixing technique has never before been seen on tv  - and MTV are still the only station to be providing their audience with such a dynamic new style. The roots for video mixing were sown back in the late 80’s when James & Gez’s renegade stance on ‘scratch video’ was tried and tested via experimental megamixes - some aired, some simply too illegal to air.  Then in 1992 when James Hyman collaborated with ColdCut to produce a 30 minute megamix enhanced by James's own unique visual veneer . Since this time, James has produced an impressive catalogue of Video Remixes as well as creating his own trademark Video Megamixes for MTV's Partyzone and Megamix shows. And his unique talent has not gone unnoticed: Muzik magazine has referred to James Hyman as "the Pete Tong of TV".
